REGULAR MEETING OF THE CITY COUNCIL

OF WORLAND

May 19, 2015
A regular meeting of the City Council of Worland, Wyoming convened in the Council Chambers in City Hall at 7:00 p.m. May 19, 2015.  Mayor Dave Duffy presided and the Councilmembers in attendance were: Jim Gill, Keith Gentzler, Bud Callaham, Mandy Horath, Jerry Alexander, Michele Rideout and Dennis Koch. Also present were: Chief of Police, Gabe Elliott; City Attorney, Kent Richins; City Engineer Representative, Mike Donnell; Building Official, Ron Vanderpool; Building & Grounds Supervisor, Mike Gerber and Clerk/Treasurer, Tracy Glanz.  Councilmember Marcus Sanchez was absent.
There were five (5) visitors present for this meeting of the City Council.  

Mayor Dave Duffy led the Council and visitors in the Pledge of Allegiance.
Mayor Duffy thanked Mr. Gill and Mr. Koch for keeping everything going and attending meetings in his absence and thanked the Department Heads for their work for the last 6-8 weeks.

Mayor Duffy declared a quorum present and asked for review and approval of the agenda.

The minutes of the May 5, 2015 regular meeting were approved as published.
Motion:  to approve all vouchers and authorize payment for payroll, utility charges, refunds for City Services, recording fees, postage and other miscellaneous items, during the month of May, before normal City Council approval on the first Tuesday of June and approve the Consent Agenda with Council Work Session Minutes of May 11, 2015 and Payroll Voucher for period ending May 10, 2015; PAYROLL 5/10/15 - $57,798.85.

Mary Buchanan and Sarah Garcia requested that the request to have designated areas for smokers in each park be amended.  The Tobacco Free group would like to have two (2) city parks that would be designated non-smoking instead, to go along with their mission statement.  A recommendation was made that Newell Sargent Park be one of the parks; discussion followed as to how difficult that would be because of the adult activities there. City Attorney Kent Richins stated that smoking is still a right and suggested that the city encourage people not to smoke in city parks and possibly place containers in the parks for cigarette butts.  Any ordinance would need to have enforcement capabilities. The Council requested that the group come back with a more specific proposal that includes the specific parks and possible language to be included in an ordinance.
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Buildings & Grounds Supervisor Mike Gerber asked the council to consider three (3) quotes for a new mower.  Discussion followed as to what the specifications of the mower are and if local vendors were given a chance to provide a quote.

DISTRICT ZONE TO AN I-2 HEAVY INDUSTRIAL DISTRICT ZONE.  ALL ORDINANCES OR PARTS OF ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT HEREWITH ARE HEREBY REPEALED.

Culturefest organizers requested assistance and approval to provide alcohol on the premises with wristbands and three (3) extra dumpsters for the event scheduled for June 6, 2015 at the Worland Community Center Complex.  Discussion followed; the council agreed by consensus that an open container area should be designated i.e. the concession and entertainment area.  Chief of Police Gabe Elliott will talk to the organizers about this stipulation.

Councilmember Gill requested that a discussion on Pioneer Square be added to the next Council agenda.

A Professional Services Contract was presented for approval to provide Asset Management Program Administration and consultation to the Building and Planning Department.  A Building Official/Permit Technician will be hired and until certified will be mentored by Five V Solutions, LLC. Discussion followed on the idea of independent contractor vs. employee; the agreement was amended to include the following language “and be physically available to” under Section B.

City Engineer Representative Mike Donnell reported on the multi-phase project; the project is approximately 80% complete with Phase 7 starting this week. The river bore and pipe bursting sections are complete and the two highway pipe jackings are nearly complete.  There will be a WYDOT STIP meeting on June 16th.


Clerk/Treasurer Tracy Glanz informed the Council that the city will be advertising to replace an employee position at the Wastewater Treatment Plant.
